Gardner related that we have three  dewatering  
pumps, two which have recently been rebuilt and a portable pump for emergencies.  He also informed him 
that at a meeting with the property owners after the last LAFCO report the majority of the property owners  
were against changing and wanted to remain a reclamation district. Tr. Gardner believes that would be the 
same result today.

2.  Tr. Ely reported that he is still working on a scope of work for what is needed regarding levee 
protection for the district. He is trying to solicit help with scheduling issues and will report back at the next 
meeting.

MANAGER'S REPORT

March 3, 3016

1.  Many calls for sandbags in the month of January. Most were from the city of Napa and one from American Canyon.  

2.  Mid-February called Leif Bryant of flood control regarding the broken flap gate in levee behind the plant. Water was pouring into our five acres behind the plant and covering the discharge pipes.  Because of high tides, the water then flowed into flood controls spoils site forming a large pond. They plan to put a plug in the pipe until repairs can be made. Hasn't happened yet.

3.  The garage project is completed at a total cost of $20,790.  The equipment will now be stored out of the elements and should have a much longer useful life.

4.  On February 4th Ralph and I met with Brendon Freeman, executive officer of LAFCO to discuss the need for a new service review and/or scope of influence.  Unless we expect growth or other changes he felt that an review wasn't necessary at this time.

5.  Mike attended the "Adapting to Rising Tides" workshop that was organized by the BCDC. They are predicting a rise in the tide of 3 feet by 2050.
