VII. Administrative and Other Items
1. Dredging of the Napa River and Broken Flap Gate 

 Rick Thomasser from Napa County Flood Control and Water Conservation District discussed the planned dredging of the river,  possible use of the spoils site on Milton Road and the progress made regarding the broken flap gate on Mud Slough.
The dredging should take place between August and October 2016. The spoils site holds approximately 300,000 cubic yards of material. There will be a public meeting hosted by the Corp. of Engineers and the Flood Control District to discuss the dredging project. He asked that we work together to form a list of questions and concerns to present to the Corp. of Engineers such as odors, dust, monitoring, etc.
The flap gate in the levee  along Mud Slough fell into the river when the corrugated pipe it was attached to rusted through. Tidal water entered the marsh land behind the gate and eventually entered the dredge spoils site.  The gate was retrieved and an inflatable plug was put into place until it can be repaired this summer.  
2.  LAFCO's Review of the District's Services and Sphere of Influence

LAFCO has a new director who has contacted the district requesting some updates to our past reviews. He was also trying to understand why the reorganization of the District didn't happen as recommended after our last review.  Tr. Gardner had a long conversation with him explaining what the residents want for our district.

Manager's Report

April 7, 2016

1.  Roads Dept. came out to clear the ditch on the east side of Milton Road so the rain water could flow to the dewatering pumps. Didn't help much as the water is still standing at the north end of the ditch. It has gone down some over the last couple of weeks.  We will ask to be put on their schedule for a proper clearing during the dry summer months.

2.  We received a letter in early March that the roads dept. would be repairing four (4) small sections of Milton Road in the summer of 2016.  We had been told that they would be completely rebuilding Milton Road in 2017.
