1. LAFCO's draft MSR/SOI of the NRRD
Tr. Gardner presented the review committees recommended corrections to the LAFCO draft report on the NRRD.  Devra Dallman, 1580 Milton Road,  questioned why the committee would change the description of the reason the NRRD was formed and stated that in her opinion it should remain as originally written (see attached).

A walk through meeting has been set for Wednesday, October 12 from 1 to 3 PM. to begin at the Edgerly Island Volunteer Fire Station.
3.  Wastewater Treatment Plant operations staffing changes.

The board discussed the possible need for an Operator-In-Training to be trained and certified in the event additional on call or back up operator is needed.
The board approved the following staffing changes effective October 1, 2016:

Ralph Loveless will become the Treatment Plant Operator working an average of  5 to 7 hours per week with the corresponding pay rate for this position.

Mike Wilson will become the Chief Plant Operator working an average of 25 hours per week at the corresponding pay rate for this position.

Water Code, Section 50000.

Section 50652 provides that the District's Board of Trustees “shall exercise general supervision and
complete control over the construction, maintenance and operation of the reclamation works, and
generally over the affairs of the district." Section 50900 provides that a reclamation district may do
all things necessary or convenient for accomplishing the purposes for which it was formed. Section
50932 provides that a reclamation district may construct, maintain and operate such drains, canals,
bulkheads, water gates, levees, embankments, pumping plants, dams or diversion works and afl
things reasonably necessary for accomplishing the purposed of the district.
