MONTHLY STAFF REPORT

DECEMBER 2016

Chief Plant Operator:

1.  Excess inflow at station N-1.  Notices hand delivered to the 4 homes on that portion of the system.  A running toilet was found at 1412 Milton Road.  Problem solved.  10/13/16

2.  Bought 2 tires for the golf cart.  Right rear tire had a blow-out due to wear and the left rear tire was also worn.  Cost $112.  10-18-16
3.  Purge line was replaced in Station S-11 due to wear.  10-23-16
4.  The back-flow valve at S-5 popped off due to broken tie-backs. Both the valve and tie-backs were replaced.  11-3-16
5.  New LED light installed at flood pump house. Pumps have been inspected for upcoming raining season.  11/15/16
6.  Line backed up at 1712 Milton Road at junction with main line. Called Roto-Rooter who  cleared a clog 28 feet from cleanout.  11-18-16
Assistant Manager:

1.  Final MSR/SOI for the NRRD.  Brendon Freeman, Executive Officer of LAFCO, informed me that after speaking with our chairman, Jay Gardner, that he has "updated the report and MSR determinations to remove all references to the "de facto" permit issue. The recommendation involves a minor sphere expansion to include the District's administrative office, which would essentially be a mapping clean-up to recognize the office's sewer service connection and consistency with the District's jurisdictional boundary."

3.  County Roads has begun work on the road side ditch (week of November 21st).  They removed some trees and are using a backhoe to clear debris and grade the ditch.  We have been told that they plan to do this work on the portion of the ditch north of the dewatering pumps.  We have asked that they clear debris from the southern portion of the ditch as well.

2.  The district has joined Nextdoor Milton Road, a local online meeting space.  A message was posted that the NRRD treatment plant facility is a designated County sandbag station and that sand and bags are available if needed. A second notice was posted informing the neighborhood that the road dept. has begun cleaning the ditch and that all vehicles, trailers etc. on the west side of the road should be moved so the crews have access to the ditch.
