1.  Outreach to homeowners regarding the District's efforts to work with the Flood District to assess and determine viable plans for long term flood protection along Edgerly Island and Ingersol Tract.

3.  Response to communications received by the District regarding the levee at James Street.
The District received a letter from the owner of the property adjacent to James Street, David Tenenberg, stating that the levee on James Street was leaking and that he would hold the district responsible for any damages his property may incur from this leak.  After reviewing the situation it was determined that the source of the leak was actually on Mr. Tenenberg's property.  The board gave Counsel Capriola approval to work with Chairman Gardner to respond to this correspondence.
4.  Budget adjustment to increase appropriations for Legal Services.
Due to extra time needed to address the Grand Jury Report and the LAFCO Review legal services have exceeded appropriations in the current year’s budget.

A motion was made by Tr. Ely, second by Tr. Chretien to increase the appropriations for Legal Services by seven thousand dollars ($7,000) and decrease Maintenance-Infrastructure by the same amount.  The motion passed.

Staff Report

February 2017

1. 12-15-16        First Big Rains

High Alarms  Stations N-3, S-6 and S-10

2. 12-22-16

Owner of 1331 Milton, Frank Lagorio, repaired broken pipe thought to be inundating the system at N-3.

3. Drainage on west side of Milton flowed well since being cleaned by the county. Handled excessive rain well.

4. Electric pump kept up with the flow demand.  Cistern was kept at low level.

5. Hired Napa Valley Marina (Steve Finnegan) to repair the leaking radiator on the small diesel pump. He also checked the big diesel pump (Leroy), made sure batteries were charged and bled the lines.

6. Sand Bags:  We had king tides and an exceptional amount of rain over a short period of time. The county delivered a total of two truck loads of sand for sand bags over the course of three days due to a high demand. Neighbors Mark & Devra Dallman, Chuck & Hilary Ledonne, Don Surplus, Doug & Linda Simms, and others helped property owners sandbag questionable areas along the levee. 

7. 1-11-17

Station N-3 was being inundated by water from 1331 Milton again.  Delivered flyers and spoke to residents in from 1300 thru 1346 that their sewer service would be shut off until further notice while repairs were made. Called Dependable Septic to pump out station (2 ½ truck loads; 7,000 gallons).  Installed 6 inch balloon.  Back up and working in 4 hours.
