Chairman Gardner responded that all property owners 


within the district own their levees and therefore hold the responsibility for them.

2.  Cynthia O'Neal, 1862 Milton Road, reported a discarded mattress was in the ditch at 


the end of the road.  She will contact the authorities for removal.


She also requested that the Milton Road Book Club be allowed to construct and maintain 


a Little Free Library on district property by the bulletin board at the treatment plant 


office.  The board asked that this item be put on the June agenda for consideration.

Staff Report

May 4, 2017

1.  Conference call and site visit with Water Quality Control Board 
On April 11 we had a conference call with Melissa Gunter and Ryan ? of the Water Quality Control Board to answer general questions about our treatment plant.  All staff were present as well as retired manager Tom Pickford.  The call went well and a site visit was scheduled for May 2nd.

During the site visit they were shown the mounds, siphon, M-1 and M-2, effluent pumps, pond crossovers, weirs and pond 1 & 2 discharge valves.  We drove the length of the system's 15 road stations so they could see the size of the sewer lines. Overall it was a very positive meeting and I believe they have a complete understanding of our sewer system.  They cautioned us that the wheels are still turning slowly so it may take considerable time for anything to happen regarding our receiving a DWR permit.
2.  Purchase of DO Meter

We purchased a new DO meter at a cost of $950.  The previous one was approximately 10 years old and had become inaccurate.

3.Milton Road Repair Work Scheduled for September

Dave Cardwell, Napa County Roads Dept.,  informed us that they plan to work on Milton Road in September of this year from the flap gate, which is approximately 1300 Milton Road, to the railroad tracks.  This will involve raising the road eighteen (18) inches which will mean that the  chamber lids and other items in the roadway must be raised too. Raising the roads 18" could also cause a problem with resident's driveways. Dave Cardwell suggested  a meeting may necessary to discuss this issue with residents.

4.  Safety inspection by Napa County Safety Officer, David Peters. 

While requesting a 2017 Federal Employment Notice Poster from the county we were put in touch with Napa County Safety Officer, David Peters.  He came out for a site inspection and it was determined that we needed to have a Safety Data Sheet (SDS) binder for hazardous on site materials and that we need  to purchase two (2) fire extinguishers, one for the office building and one for the garage. These will be purchased and installed immediately.

5.  Neighborhood Free Library

Cynthia Oneal, 1862 Milton Road, contacted our office requesting that the local book club be allowed to install a free library near the bulletin board in front of the district office.
