Flood Study Update
6/1/2017

May 9, 2017 Napa County Flood Control Board approved $75,000 funding for the Edgerly Island and Ingersoll Tract Flood Study. 

May 17, 2017 We held the kick-off at Flood Control, with Andrew Butler and Rick Thomasser (Napa Flood Control), Matt Brennen, Jean Toillez and Bob Bataglia (E.S.A.) and Jay Gardner, Devra and Mark Dallman, Cynthia and Brian O’Neil and Charlie Jerimia (Edgerly Island and Ingersoll Tract residents). Drew Ely is part of the team, too, but couldn’t attend the kick off. 

During the kick-off we reviewed goals and objectives, historic flood events, hydrologic scenarios (wind, water levels, riverine exposure, local precipitation, breach levels), sea-level rise scenarios, existing infrastructure. E.S.A. requested additional photographs, stories and articles about past flooding scenarios. If you have any, forward them to Devra Dallman (oceaniris38@gmail.com), she will get them to E.S.A. 

We are planning another Study Advisory Team meeting toward the end of July. As soon as we have a date for the next Milton Road Landowner Meeting, we will start publicizing that date, time and location.
