2.  Milton Road Water Company's Request to Discharge Into Sewer System

The following constitutes our preliminary technical memorandum summarizing the results ¢
investigation into the impact of the proposed MRWC centralized softening unit on the bariu
concentration in NRRD wastewater.

TECHNICAL MEMORANDUM:

PRELIMINARY EVALUATION OF THE IMPACT OF THE PROPOSED MRW
CENTRALIZED SOFTENING UNIT ON THE
BARIUM CONCENTRATION IN NRRD WASTEWATER

Introduction

The Milton Road Water Company (MRWC) provides potable water to 24 homes along Milt
Road in southern Napa County. The homes are situated on the western bank of the Napa Ri
to the north of Edgerly Island. Water is supplied from a well that was drilled in 2015. The
water is high in hardness, total dissolved solids, and barium. All of the homes in the MR W(
service area currently have some form of water softening unit to lower the hardness. Water
flows average about 150,000 gallons per month during the summer months and 100,000 gal
per month during the winter months.

T'he Napa County Department of Environmental Management has contacted MRWC and
directed that they replace the multiple residential point-of-use softener units with a centraliz
softener unit to ensure that the barium level stays below the California Division of Drinking
Water requirement of 1 mg/L for potable water. The MRWC is proposing to install a centra
softening unit to comply with this directive. The Napa River Reclamation District (NRRD)
raised the concern that the centralized softener regeneration wastewater will create elevated
levels of barium in their wastewater treatment and disposal system.

The purpose of this preliminary technical memorandum is to evaluate whether the addition ¢
centralized water softening unit to replace the residential point-of-use softeners currently be
used by MRWC customers will adversely affect NRRD's wastewater treatment and disposal
system. The primary concern is the quantity of barium that will be discharged in the central
softener regeneration brine. Water softeners are very effective in remov ing barium from wa
and almost all of this barium is discharged in the regeneration brine.

OPERATIONS - ENVIRONMENTAL - CIVIL ENGINEERING
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Wastewater from MRWC's 24 homes is currently discharged to the NRRD sewer collection
system, which conveys the wastewater to their treatment system consisting of septic tanks, a
mound leachfield system with underdrain, and a series of three evaporation ponds. This
residential wastewater includes the regeneration brine from the current point-of-use residential
softening units. The barium concentration in the well water supplied by MRWC is reported to be
1.3 mg/L which results in an annual barium loading of about 16 pounds per year. NRRD also
receives wastewater from 106 homes on Edgerly Island that are served by the Meyers Water
Company (MWC). The barium concentration in the well water supplied by MWC is reported to
be 0.5 mg/L. which results in an annual barium loading of about 27 pounds per year which is
more than 50% higher than the barium discharged by MRWC.

Under the current situation, water used for exterior purposes such as landscape irrigation and car
washing is not softened. Using the centralized water softener approach. this water would be
softened, which would result in some additional barium being discharged to the wastewater
treatment system.

After reviewing the data provided by the softening equipment supplier. NorthCoast WaterWorks,
and analyzing the impact of using a centralized water softener in place of individual water
softeners at each home, we have come to the following preliminary conclusions:

1. The use of a centralized water softener should be a more efficient method of softening the
well water than the use of 24 individual residential softening units. The manufacturer
states that the central unit will use less regeneration water and regeneration chemicals
(salt) than the point-of-use units. Lowering the water use will reduce the quantity of
barium discharged to the treatment system by a small amount. This will help offset the

additional barium loading due to softening of the outdoor water usage during the dry
season.

2. The amount of barium being discharged to the collection system from the MRWC service
area is estimated at about 16 pounds per year. We do not expect that this quantity will be
significantly changed by the use of a centralized water softener system even allowing for
the small amount of landscaping that will be irrigated with softened water. The estimated
barium loading from the MWC service area is 27 pounds per year.

3. We anticipate that based on the water chemistry most of the barium in the softener
regeneration wastewater discharge will precipitate out of the wastewater liquid as barium
sulfate, which has a very low solubility and a specific gravity of 4.5. Most of this
precipitate should be removed in the septic tank it is discharged to, being captured in the
tank's septic sludge, where it will be periodically hauled away to an approved disposal
site. Ifa fairly accurate estimate of the fate of the barium removed by water softening is
required, that would require further study.

4. Thus the replacement of MRWC's point-of-use water softeners with a centralized softener
will have no greater impact on the amount of barium discharge to the sewer system than
is now occurring. Also, it is quite likely that most of the barium discharged by either
MRWC or MWC is removed as a salt from the septic tanks when sludge is hauled for
disposal at a wastewater treatment plant.




[image: image3.jpg]2. Based on our ivestigation so far, we can find no reason to believe that barium salts
build up in the wastewater treatment and disposal system to the point of becoming hi
toxic. As it stands barium has been discharged to the existing treatment and disposal
system by residential water softeners for the last 35 years.

STAFF RECOMMENDATIONS FOR

MILTON ROAD WATER COMPANY

DISCHARGE INTO WASTEWATER SYSTEM

10-05-2017


District staff is requesting additional time to review the information provided by MWRC which was received exactly one week ago.  Our Grade III plant operator has been out of state and has not yet reviewed the memorandum from Bracewell Engineering regarding the barium content of the water and effects it may have on the sewer system.


Although staff anticipates approval of the request from MRWC they would appreciate being allowed additional time to do more research and compile recommendations for the board. Therefore, staff  asks that the board of trustees postpone any final decisions on the issue of the MRWC temporarily while staff researches the matter further.

NRRD/Napa County Flood Control Joint Flood Study
Devra’s report out:

The Study Advisory Team had their 3rd meeting October 5, 2017 where we finalized the agenda, content, logistics and community notification for the upcoming Community Meeting. We are halfway through the EIIT Flood Study. October 19, 2017 we are holding a Community Meeting

STAFF REPORT

October 5, 2017

1.  Mound Station Repair

Mound station was not working properly. Replaced control panel.  Problem was in the purge lines.  Replaced lines and corrected the problem.

2.  Preseason Coordination Meeting

Staff attended the meeting presented by the California Division of Flood Management on Sept. 23rd.  We are in the process of setting up a on site one day flood fight methods course for local residents and members of the volunteer fire department.

3.  Election Update

Two residents submitted timely nomination papers; Jay Gardner and Ana Chretien. Since three seats were available and only two candidates applied no election will be necessary.  The BOS will appointment them at their November 21st meeting.   The remaining seat will be appointed to a qualifying resident at a future date.

4.  Check from Napa Valley Community Foundation

We received a check in the amount of $3,500 from the Napa Valley Community Foundation to be used for "general support".  The donation was made possible from Kaiser Permanente based on a property tax refund they received.

5.  Refund from State Fund

We received a refund from State Compensation Insurance Fund in the amount of $307.80 due to overpayment due to the estimated salaries for the year.
6.  ERAF Distribution

We received $9,018 in ERAF Distributions for FY 2016/17.  We don't budget this amount because it is not always available.
