3.  Mat Fullner, 1832 Milton Road, spoke on behalf of the Meyers Water Company.  He 


stated that in order to keep pressure on the system in the event of a power outage they 


have an automatic generator system for the water company..  He felt that the NRRD 


should have a backup system in place to keep the sewer system running in the event of 


prolonged power outages.

VII. Administrative and Other Items
1.  Milton Road Water Company's Request to Discharge Into Sewer System

With no further information available, this item was tabled until the next regular meeting.
2.  Election of a Chairman and Secretary to the Board

This item was tabled until the next regular meeting to allow for a full board to be present for the election.

3.  Recommendation to the Board of Supervisors for the Vacant Seat on the NRRD Board.

Dick Newman, 1824 Milton Road, attended the meeting and informed the board of his desire to serve as a trustee of the district.  He was asked to write a letter addressed to the Board of Supervisors stating his desireto serve on the NRRD board.  The appointment of a trustee will be made at the Board of Supervisors January meeting.  
4.  Substation Generator Hookups 

The need for a back up power source for the sewer system was discussed.  A backup system would enable the plant operators to hookup generators to the power stations in the event of a power outage and allow the sewer system to operate.  One bid has been obtained for the instillation of manual transfer switches on the three (3) power stations that run the sewer system. More bids will be obtained and this item will be discussed further at a future meeting.
5.  Blocked Drainage Ditch at 1301 Milton Road
There has been concern regarding the blocked drainage ditch at approximately 1301 Milton Road that was caused when a temporary driveway was installed.  The project was halted by the DF&W, BCDC and WQCB due to the fact that the dirt fill was being placed on wetlands.  The county has informed us that the ditch will be cleared as soon as these entities give their permission.

STAFF REPORT

December 7, 2017

1.  Purchased Shallow Well Pump
Purchased a new shallow well pump for spraying water from the ponds over the mound for evaporation purposes.  $350

2.  Remove Lateral From, 1332 Milton 

Due to a leaking problem, the property owner dug up the one remaining lateral on his property, installed a sweep and capped it off. The work was inspected by Plant Operator Wilson.  Property owner requested that since it would no longer be in use that it be re-categorized to be charged the base fee for unused laterals. Staff contacted the county auditors office and the change was made before the assessment for sewer service was paid. Because it was done in a timely manner it avoided any refunds from the district.

3.  Replaced Pump, and Purge Valve At Station S-6

4.  Shut Off Valves Have Been Installed On Main Line. ($11,670)

Awarded contract at February 2, 2017 meeting.
5.  Purchased Two (2) New Control Panels (just under $2,500 each)
