Flood Study Report Presented by Devra Dallman:
Thursday, April 12th the Study Advisory Team met to prepare for the Community Meeting on Wednesday April 18, 2018 - we were joined by sixty members of the Community, NRRD Board members, our Supervisor Brad Wagenknecht and Napa County Flood Control.   Our consultant Matt Brennan of Environmental Science Associates reviewed the Flood Risks, including sea level rise and subsidence and he covered three possible Flood Mitigation options:
Plan 1 Preparation & Planning
Plan 2 Vinyl Sheet Pile to 12 Feet
Plan 3 Steel Sheet Pile to 12 Feet with the potential to add a 3 foot concrete cap. 

We are in the process of updating the NRRD property owner contact list.
Sixty-five slide decks were emailed to property owners after the meeting.
May 3 the Study Advisory Team met to discuss next steps. Nothing has been finalized, as we met on June 4 to 
provide Matt Brennan feedback for the Draft Flood Study Report.  Once it’s completed we will send the Draft Flood Study Report via email to property owners and make a copy available for review in the NRRD office. 
STAFF REPORT

1.  New Pump Installed 

A new pump was installed in station S-11.  

2.  Road Work

Estimated bid from Neilson Construction for removing and replacing the manholes (25)  and cleanouts (30) during the road repaving by Napa County. 

3.  Safety Inspection

A safety inspection of the district facilities was conducted by a Napa County Safety Officer. We must install an eyewash station due to chemicals being stored and used on the property.  Cost: $35. It has been installed.  Signs may need to be posted on the outside of the garage building for the storage of gasoline and chlorine.  We are waiting to hear from the fire marshal.
