VII. Administrative and Other Items
1.  Replacement of Electrical Wiring for Pump Station S-11
Chief Plant Operator Wilson reported that G. D. Nielson has submitted  a bid for the electrical installation at Station S-11.  With a stainless steel box the contract will be $25,000 (Twenty Five Thousand Dollars).  The bid does not include any permits, engineering or the PG&E connection.

2.  Vacant Seat on The Board of Trustees

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3.  Hiring of Neutral Facilitator for Flood Study Public Meeting
Tr. Gardner presented a quote from Alan Langmuir to provide Neutral Facilitator services at a planning workshop on the Flood Study at a cost of $100 (One Hundred Dollars) per hours, total estimated to be no more than $1,000 (One Thousand Dollars). The purpose of the meeting is to produce a possible plan of action for the district.

STAFF REPORT

September,  2018

1.  Excess ERAF (Educational Revenue Augmentation Fund)

$23,864 to be received in September 2018.  In comparison, last year we received $9,018 and some years we receive nothing. That is why we don't budget for this income.

2.  Flushing Under drain

Roto-Rooter flushed the under-drain last week.  It hadn't been done since 2013, 5 years ago.  Definitely needed it. We recommend that this be done every other year in the future to keep things running smoothly. - Rotor-Rooter cost $900

3.  Pumps Replaced on M-1

Both pumps on M-1 (mound) failed due to age and overuse when under-drain began to flow properly. On Saturday back up Operator Loveless was on site to help with operation.  Dependable Septic pumped 5 loads which were deposited into the ponds. Estimated cost will be approximately $1,000.  We only had one new 2 HP pump in inventory. The second pump will be replaced when a new one is ordered.

4.  2HP Pumps Ordered

Two (2) 2HP pumps have been ordered at a cost of $3,000 plus shipping each.  One will replace the second pump in M-1 and the other will be in reserve.
