VII. Administrative and Other Items
1.  Appointing Brian O'Neill to the NRRD Board
Counsel Bagley explained that since the vacant seat on the board is a result of a resignation and not an election our board may appoint a replacement rather than the Napa County Board of Supervisors as per government code.

Flood Study Report presented by Devra Dallman October 4, 2018

The Flood Study was released on August 30, 2018.
The Napa County Flood Board accepted the EIIT Flood Study at their September 18, 2018 meeting.  
80+ property owners along the road have received a digital copy of the Flood Study.
50+ property owners, for whom we do not have emails, received a copy of the Executive Summary of the Flood Study.
2 of the 50 have requested copies of the Flood Study. 1 request has been received for a 1x1 meeting.
Any property owner who wants a copy of the Flood Study can request one from Devra Dallman at oceaniris38@gmail.com.
There is also a printed copy in the NRRD office - available for review.
As of today, we have received 1 request for “office hours” - small group meetings to explain the Flood Study.
We need to consider and identify a date in January 2019 for the next Community Meeting.
