VII. Administrative and Other Items
1.  Appointing a Committee for Increasing Wastewater Fees
 The fee for wastewater services has not been increased for twelve (12) years.  A committee should be formed  to determine the basis for calculating a wastewater fee, as well as the amount necessary and the reason for the increase. Trustees Gardner and Lagario, NRRD assistant manager Wilson, and resident Devra Dallman had previously volunteered for this committee.
A motion by Tr. Chreiten, second by Tr. O'Neill to form a committee to evaluate the need for, amount of and basis for a wastewater fee increase.  The committee members shall include two (2) Board members, the NRRD Assistant Manager and one (1) property owner from within the district.  The motion passed.

2.  Flushing the Under Drain Lines in the Mound
Chief Plant Operator Wilson reported that the upper lines of the under drain  in the mound need to be flushed due to solids building up in the lines preventing the system from working properly.  It has been approximately 8 years since the last time these lines were flushed.  A bid from Roto-Rooter for Sixteen Thousand Dollars ($16,000) has been received.  It is estimated the work will take approximately one week to complete. The funds for this project would come from the capital expense account.
A motion by Tr. O'Neill, second by Tr. Chretien to accept the bid from Roto-Rooter for the flushing of the upper lines of the under drain in the mound.   The motion passed.
