Flood Study Report Submitted by Devra Dallman at the December 6, 2018 NRRD Meeting

The Study Advisory team met on November 29 to begin planning the agenda for January 17.  We will meet again on December 28 to finalize the agenda. 
STAFF REPORT

December Meeting,  2018

1.  Roadside Ditch Cleaning  

Dave Cardwell, Roads Dept., stated that the roadside ditch from the railroad tracks to the end of the road is on the schedule to be cleaned in December.  They will need all vehicles and other items removed from the roadside during that time.

2.  Flood Pumps

The floods pump have been inspected and is in good working order. Mark Dallman and Brian O'Neill have been instructed on how to operate the pumps when necessary.

3.  Meeting with Engineer Bracewell

Staff met with Lloyd Bracewell and his associate Brenda on Friday, November 30 for a 3 1/2 hour meeting which included a discussion of the operations of the sewer system and a tour of the facility and road stations.  Staff was asked to provide specific information on the mound and road station performance, and conduct a 72 hour evaluation of the mound beds. Staff will continue to work with Mr. Bracewell until the performance review is complete.
4.  Sand & Sand Bags

Sand and sandbags are available at the district office.  Two thousand (2,000) bags and ten (10) yards of sand have been delivered to the district office.  The gates will remain open 24 hours in the event of any threat of flooding.
