      II.  Reportable Action from Special Meeting Closed Session:
Counsel Bagley reported that during a closed session meeting the board discussed the real property 
negotiations regarding James Street.  The Board acted unanimously to put James Street on the open market 
with a minimum bid of $50,000 (Fifty Thousand Dollars), no negotiations will be conducted until the 
Pritchett Street sale closes so the two properties remain separate, that realtor Bill Kampton has agreed to a 
$5,000 (Five Thousand Dollar) flat fee  and the Trustees gave Chairman Gardner the authority to sign the 
listing agreement with the reality company.

VIII. Administrative and Other Items
1.  Sale of Pritchett and James Streets Properties

Counsel Bagley reported that the Bid Selection Committee recommends that the Board accept the lone bid for Pritchett Street of $50,000.01 (Fifty Thousand Dollars and One Cent) from Ciucad Real, LLC. The bidder has also asked for a shortened escrow period.

A motion was made by Tr. Newman, second by Tr. O'Neill to accept the bid from Ciudad Real, LLC. The motion passed.

2.  Setting a Date For Public Hearing Regarding a Wastewater Fee Increase and Recommendations from the Committee

The sewer rate increase committee reported that the District has not had a rate increase in sewer assessment fees for the past twelve years and that expenses have increased considerably over that time.  After consulting an evaluation report on the condition of the wastewater treatment facility  from Bracewell Engineering and estimates for capital improvement projects from G,. D. Nielson Construction,  the committee recommends that the board increase the sewer fees by 30% the first year with a 3% increase per year over he next five years.  A notice will be mailed to all property owners including a copy of Resolution No. 51 outlining the procedures for a protest 45 days before the public hearing.
A motion was made by Tr. Chretien, second by Tr. Newman to accept the committees recommendations regarding a wastewater fee increase of 30% with a 3% increase to occur each of the next  5 years.  The motion passed.

Bracewell Engineering, LLC who designed and built our wastewater treatment facility 35 years ago prepared  a draft Wastewater Treatment and Disposal System Evaluation Technical Memorandum outlining the current condition of the wastewater system. The report was reviewed by the board and the matter will be tabled until the final report is received..
4.  Consulting on District's Responsibilities and Powers

Chairman Gardner had looked into the possibility of retaining outside counsel for an opinion on the responsibilities and powers of the district.  When the bid was received  the costs were prohibitive. No further action will be taken on this item.

STAFF REPORT

February Meeting, 2019
1.  Emergency Repair at Stations S-3 and N-3

Pumps went out on two consecutive days at stations S-3 and N-3.  Three pumps have gone out in less than a month. Two new pumps were ordered but could take up to 4 weeks to receive them.  Got one different type to use in the meantime.

2.  Electric Flood Pump Repair

Magnetic coil switch went out. Neilson's electrician diagnosed the problem and replaced the switch.  Then after the 14 hour power outage a fuse went out and had to be replaced in the electric pump.
