 VII. Administrative and Other Items
1.  Adoption of Resolution No. 83, A Resolution to Amend the Bylaws to Reflect Even-Year Elections
Chairman Gardner explained that the county requested that all entities within the county have their elections in even numbered years to coincide with the Napa County Election Department schedules. The current board members have agreed to extend their terms by one year to accommodate the change.  The board approved this change at their January 3, 2019 meeting but a Resolution had yet to be passed.
A motion was made by Tr. Newman,  second by Tr.Lagorio to adopt Resolution No. 83 to amend the NRRD's bylaws to reflect even-numbered year elections.  The motion passed.

2.  Bid For Installing Substation Generator Hookups
Chief Plant Operator Wilson reported that we have received an updated bid from G.D. Neilson Construction of $32,901.00 (Thirty Two Thousand Nine Hundred and One Dollar)  for the installation of stainless steel manual transfer switches to hook up a generator at the three (3) power stations for the sewer system in the event of a power outage.   PG&E has stated they will be calling for power outages when necessary due to high fire danger. 
A motion was made by Tr. O'Neill, second by Tr. Newman to approve the bid from G.D. Nielson for the installation of the substation manual transfer switches.  The motion passed.

3.  Presentation From NBS Regarding Proposition 218 Election Process for Reclamation Fees
Tim Seufert of NBS explained the Proposition 218 Election process as required by Prop. 218 law for imposing an assessment or tax for levee maintenance and repair within the district.  The process could take up to a year or more. The process would include an engineers report  regarding benefits to each parcel., followed by a vote of the property owners with a 50% approval to impose the fee. There were a lot of questions from those in attendance.  The cost of this for the NBS firm would be approximately $32,000 (Thirty Two Thousand Dollars) not including legal fees. The board will discuss this further at the next regular meeting.

STAFF REPORT

August Meeting, 2019
1.  Bi-Annual Audit
The date for our bi-annual audit has been set to begin on September 6th and is expected to conclude by the end of the following week. (The bid from Charles Pillion, C.P.A. was accepted at the May 2, 2019 meeting).

2.  Excess ERAF

The Reclamation District will be receiving an additional $2,114 from excess ERAF due to the 2017 Fire Disaster declaration. (2017 Complex Napa Fire Loss Claim). 

3.  Repair of N-1

When a problem was repaired last year in Station N-1, we found a valve that was outside the chamber wall and that it should be removed before it failed. The north side of the system had to be shut down so the pressure could be released from the  pipes during the work.  The valve was removed and the hole in the chamber was sealed with cement.   
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
