 VII. Administrative and Other Items
1.  Contract With NBS For Reclamation Assessment
Chairman Gardner outlined the Proposition 218 process for implementing an assessment for reclamation purposes.  The board discussed the possibility of entering into a contact with NBS at an estimated cost of  Thirty-Two Thousand Dollars ($32,000) to conduct a benefit analysis and election of the properties within the District for reclamation services.  The chairman then opened the meeting for public comment which covered a one and one-half hour period.  At the conclusion of the comments, resident Terry Abblett presented the tally of a straw poll she had conducted asking if the property owners agreed that the money should be spent on an election at this time.  The tally, based on one vote per parcel, was 77 opposed, 14 in favor.  The chairman then closed public comment.  After further discussion of the board, the chairman called for a motion.
A motion was made by Tr. O'Neill, second by Tr.  Newman to enter into a contract with NBS for a reclamation assessment.  The motion passed.

STAFF REPORT

September Meeting, 2019
1.  Bi-Annual Audit
We have begun our bi-annual audit. It should be concluded by the end of this month.

2.  Power at S-11

Still waiting on PG&E. We have been in contact and have given them the paperwork they have requested. Just waiting on the installation of the power lines and meter.

3.  Road Work

The county has almost completed the repaving of Milton Road for this year.  They will be installing gravel on the west side of the road where there are large drop offs as soon as they can get the equipment. 

We have met with members of Neilson Construction regarding raising the cleanouts this year.  They will have to come back next year after the 2" surface layer is added to raise the cleanouts again and raise the large manhole covers. 

Due to the large machinery and trucks using our facility for a storage yard, the county has paved the driveway at the Reclamation office at no charge to us. A much needed improvement!
4.  Operator In Training

Jason Wilson has completed the course for Wastewater Grade I Operator and has his Operator In Training Certificate from the state.  He will begin working part-time for the district beginning September 7th.  He will be taking the Grade I Wastewater Treatment Plant Operator exam in April,  2020.
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
