 VII. Administrative and Other Items
1.  Rescinding the motion to enter into a contract with NBS for a proposition 218 election for the purpose of a reclamation assessment.
Discussion was held regarding rescinding the motion made at the September 5, 2019 meeting to enter into a contract with NBS to conduct a benefit analysis and election for an assessment for reclamation purposes.

A motion was made by Tr. Chreiten, seconded by Tr. Lagorio to rescind the previous motion on the 218 election. The motion passed.

2.  Budget adjustment to cover the cost of a change order in the G.D. Nielson Construction contract.

Staff explained that a budget adjustment in the amount of $1,575 (One Thousand Five Hundred Seventy Five Dollars) is necessary to increase appropriation to allow for the change order of the previously approved contract with G. D. Nielson Construction for the substation generator hookups.  The increase in appropriations is offset by reserves held for capital improvements of the sewer facility. The change order was for the fabrication of a 60' power cord and connectors.

STAFF REPORT

November Meeting, 2019
1.  Power at S-11

Installation of power at Station S-11 was finally completed today, 11-7-19.  Our application was submitted to PG&E on June 19, 2018.  It only took 17 months for this project to be completed.  

2.  Winter Notice To Residents

The winter notice with recommendations for preparing for the rainy season has been hand delivered to all residents within the district and mailed to all absentee property owners.

3.  PSPS (Public Safety Power Shutoff) And The Sewer Plant
Unfortunately, the generator hookups at the three power stations for the sewer plant had not been installed before the PSPS by PG&E.  The stations were pumped, as in the past, with a generator and manual hookups. No spills occurred due to our plant operators efforts.  The substation generator hookups have since been installed and are ready for the next PSPS.

4.  Flood Pump Maintenance

The small diesel core was replaced and maintenance was done by Steve Finnegan through the Napa Valley Marina.

5.  Tractor Repair

The tractor would not start.  Steve Finnegan, through the Napa Valley Marina traced out the problem, ordered the parts and repaired the tractor.
