December Meeting, 2019
1. Security Lights

All of the outdoor security lights on the district office building have been replaced and are now functioning properly.

2.  Beam Replacement in Siphon Tower

The iron beams in the siphon tower have rusted out and become a hazard.  Allweld Metal Fabrication has given us a bid of $2,931 to replace the beams. The bid has been accepted and work will commence soon.
3.  Substation Generator Hookups

The substation generator hookups have been tested and will be a great asset during any power outages in the future.

The flood pumps have been serviced and tested and are in good condition for the up-coming rainy season.
