STAFF REPORT

June Meeting 2020

1.  Need for Large Generator

We will need to purchase a large generator to replace the generator loaned to us by Jay Gardner. The loan expires in November of this year.  This generator will be used to power the roadside pump stations for the sewer in the event of a power outage. 

2.  Notice to New Property Owners

Terry Abblett with the community group is preparing a notice to new property owners which discusses such things as floods, levees, cows, coyotes, docks, theft, etc.  They asked that we submit some "do's and don'ts" relating to the sewer system. Staff has prepared a notice and submitted it to them to be included with their letter.

3.  Notices to be Sent to Property Owners

1.  A notice will be sent to all property owners advising them of the vacant seat on the board left by Tr. Gardner's resignation.

2.  A notice will be sent to all property owners reminding them of the 3% increase in the sewer assessment approved by the board last year. The amount of the increase will be $44.82 for residences, and $8.58 for unimproved lots.
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
