1.  Juell Fulner, 1832 Milton Road, suggested that the Reclamation District may be interested in joining the Underground Service Alert (USA) system which alerts you if any digging will be conducted near any of your infrastructure. Member utilities pay approximately $150 annually.

   VI.  Administrative and Other Items
1.  Request from the Board that Mike Wilson reconsider his resignation as Chief Plant Operator with discussion of compensation for stand-by time.
The Board asked Mike Wilson to reconsider his resignation as Chief Plant Operator with the agreement that he would be compensated for 136 hours of stand-by time at $2.75 per hour for a total of $374 per week and an extra help person would be hired. Wilson agreed to remain as Chief Plant Operator with the changes in compensation and extra help.
A motion was made by Tr. Newman, second by Tr. Chretien to reinstate Mike Wilson as Chief Plant Operator  and compensate him for stand-by time in the amount of $374 per week.  The motion passed.

2.  Hiring of an additional Grade I Wastewater Plant Operator and/or Extra Help Labor

The need for additional help at the sewer facility was discussed.  Staff will prepare a notice outlining the job duties, qualifications and salary for each position.  The notice will be submitted to the Board members for approval before being distributed.

3.  Compliance with OSHA and Safety Procedures

A question was brought up at the last meeting of whether or not we were in compliance with safety procedures at the sewer facility.  Staff reported that we are following all procedures designed for our facility.  We will continue to monitor and improve procedures as necessary.

4.  Submitting Flood Pump Repair Invoice to Meyers Water Company

Meyers Water Company's well was inundated with salt water during a failure. When they flushed the well to remove the salt it was discharged into the dewatering cistern.  This salt water caused the small diesel pump impeller to corrode and had to be repaired.  The cost for the repair was $747.50.

A motion was made by Tr. Newman, second by Tr. Chretien to submit the invoice for the repair of the pump to Meyers Water Company.  The motion passed.

STAFF REPORT

January 2021

1.  Price Increase for Monthly Testing

Caltest Laboratories sent the new price list for our monthly testing.  Overall it will be a $10 increase from previous years.  From $360 to $370 per month.

2.  Cost of SSO Permit Increase

The cost of our SSO (Sanitary Sewer Overflow) permit fee has increased by $223. We are now paying $2,848 per year.

3.   Balance in Sewer Treatment Plant Reserves

At the previous meeting a Board Member had asked for the amount left in reserves since our big expenditure for the raising of the manholes in the road ($140, 031)  The balance remaining in reserves as of 12/08/2020 is $238,969.  

4.  Replaced Panel in Station S-7 for the Second Time in 2 Weeks

On Sunday, 12/6, Ralph alerted Mike that the control panel in S-7 had failed.  It was showing a high alarm but the chamber had been pumped down.  Mike pumped it down at 9 PM and returned at 6 am the following morning to investigate the problem.  It took 12 hours to diagnose the problem, replace the purge, clean out the lines and replace the panel which had shorted out due to the purge problem.  Mike checked on it again on 12/8 and everything seems to be running fine now.

Sent the faulty control panel back to Tesco Controls for a diagnostic on why it failed so soon after being put into service.

5.  Station S-2 Purge 

Emergency call at 11:30 PM for Station S-2 alarm.  Purge problem. Pumped down chamber and reset.  Called out again two days later at 4PM.  Same problem.  
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
