STAFF REPORT

February, 2022

1.  Dec. 26th.  Replaced pump at N-4. (Last replaced in 2012. 10 years in use). Found leak in force main line pipe. (Mike and Jason)

2.  Dec. 27th.  Mound inundated.  High level alarm.  Replaced 1 (one) 2HP pump. Took all day to keep the water lever down below electrical box.  (Mike and Jason)

3.  Dec. 27th.  Contact Board for approval of purchasing 2 (two)  1HP pumps ($2,516 each)  and 2 (two) 2 HP pumps ($3,686 each) for a cost of $12,402 plus shipping and tax.  Approval given.  Will take approximately 4 weeks to receive.

4.  Dec. 29th.  Purge in M-1 clogged. Cleared lines.

5.  Dec. 31st.  Dug up N-4 force line. Replaced pipe and valve. (Mike and Jason)

6.  Jan. 1st.  Replaced pump in S-1. (Pump installed prior to 2009… over 13 years in use) Short in motor.  Last pump in stock. (Mike and Jason)

7.  Jan. 7th.  Ordered 1 (one) 1HP Grinder pump to have on hand as a temporary pump until other pumps arrive. Cost $1,562.38. 

8.  February 1st.  S-8 pump failed. (Pump installed prior to 2009….over 13 years in use) Replaced with temporary backup pump. Had Dependable Septic pump out station.  (Mike and Ralph)

9.  February 4th.  Ordered another backup pump from Simonds Machinery since our original order of pumps is on backorder due to delay in receiving parts. 

10. An email was sent to John Williams, 1888 Milton Road, on January 4, 2022 regarding water seeping through/under his retaining wall during the high tide on Jan. 3rd.  We received a phone message from Mr. Williams and an email from his niece, who lives in Washington state, that they are aware of the problem and will be meeting with a "representative from Napa County" at the property the next week. As of today we have not had any further response/correspondence with Mr. Williams.
