VI.  Administrative and Other Items

1.  Keeping the Volunteer Fire Station on Milton Road
The fire chief of the Carneros Fire Association, Kevin Brody, presented a history of volunteer fire services in the Napa Valley. He made a point of the fact that he was not here representing the Napa County Fire Department but only the Carneros Volunteer Fire Association. His purpose for addressing the Board was that the current station on Milton Road needs to be updated/repaired due to its age, the need to accommodate larger fire trucks, space as a training facility and a community center for the residents.  He is asking that the district form a committee to work with the fire association on what the community wants in regards to the current site.
The District's counsel suggested that the community, rather than the Board of Trustees,  form a committee to discuss what the community needs and wants in regards to the fire station and report back to the board when they have made a decision.
2.  Request for Proposals for Additional Laterals in the Mound
Requests for proposals on the installation of additional laterals into the mound system have not been made yet. We anticipate that the mound will be dry enough for the work to be done in July or August of this year. This item will be discussed further at the next regular meeting.

STAFF REPORT

March, 2022

1.  Pump our in Station S-3
The pump in station S-3 failed on 2/24/22.  It has been in service since 2012, 10 years. A backup grinder pump was installed.  Two 1- HP pumps are scheduled to arrive on Saturday. They will both need to be installed where the temporary pumps are, which again leaves us with no replacement pumps.  The 2-HP pump that was ordered is still on backorder.
