2.  NRRD's Easement on 1598 Milton Rd. (Volunteer Fire Station)

1.  Adoption of Proposed Budget for Fiscal Year 2022-23
Chairman Lagorio opened the public hearing.
Staff recapped the recommended budget as presented to the Board at the previous meeting by Napa County Auditor-Controller ,Tracy Schulze, and stated that there has been no changes.

2.  Confirming the Report on Sewer Service Charges for Fiscal Year 2022/23
Chairman Lagorio opened the public hearing.
Staff reported that in 2019 this board approved a rate increase with a 3% increase over the next five years.  Each parcel with a sewer hookup will have an increase of $47.54 and each parcel with an unused lateral will have an increase of $9.11 annually. The total amount for sewer service charges for fiscal year 2022-23 will be $231,184.
