STAFF REPORT

September, 2022
1.  Email to Steve Stangland, County Roads, re: Ditch Cleaning

A email was sent to Steve Stangland, County Roads Dept. on July 14th and again on August 11th, regarding the need for cleaning of the large ditch on Milton Road before. After the second email, we received a response stating that "you are aware road department resources are extremely limited.  I'll ask the area supervisor to evaluate and prioritize with our other service requests but I'm not making any promises." We also received an email from Shana Bagley (our previous county counsel now working for Public Works who received an cc of these emails) that we "are on the list but have no specific date for completion".  

2.  Email to CDFW re: Eroding Levee on Mud Slough

A email was sent to Karen Taylor of the CDWF on July 14th regarding any developments in the repair of the levee on Mud Slough. We received a response that they have been "working with CDWF engineering in headquarters to determine a project scope and secure a funding source.  While this has been going on, I have been putting together environmental permit applications. This project does not fall under emergency permitting, so we need to go through the regular permitting process, which unfortunately takes time." 

3.  Last Day to Receive Nomination Papers for Trustee Seats - Sept. 15th

Three seats are up for election this year:  Tr. Cretien, Tr. Finnegan and Tr. Newman.

This is for a 4 year term beginning January 2023 and continuing until December 2027.

The criteria to become a Trustee is that the nominee must be a landowner owner within the District or their legal representative.  Nomination forms may be obtained from the District Office and must be filed in person with the District Secretary between August 25th and 5:00 PM September 15, 2022.
