1.  Election of Chair and Vice-Chair to the Reclamation Board

2.  Natural Systems Utilities Proposal 
Tr. Finnegan reported that she and Brendon Jacka of NSU came and toured the plant with Chief Plant Operator Wilson. Tr. Finnegan has received a new proposal from NSU. It will be distributed to the Board and counsel for review.  After much discussion, it was decided that a community meeting should be held with a representative of NSU present to answer questions.  A special meeting will be called as soon as possible.
3.  Maintenance of Flood Pumps

Steve Finnegan and Geoff Gorsuch volunteered to provide to maintain the flood pumps.  They reported that they have changed the oil in the small pump and are going to do the same for the large pump.  They also reported that the suction tubes need to be pulled and inspected. This will be scheduled to be done during the summer months.
Due to a large amount of sediment in the flood pumps fuel tank causing the fuel line to clog, the Napa Valley Marina was hired to clean out the fuel tank, dispose of the old diesel and refill with new fuel. This incurred a cost of one thousand six hundred thirteen dollars ($1,613).  These pumps are owned by the Napa County Flood Control District. A suggestion was made to submit a cost sharing invoice to them for half the cost of the repair.

A motion was made by Tr. Finnegan, second by Tr. Newman to submit an invoice asking for half of the repair costs to the flood pumps fuel system to the Napa County Flood Control District.  The motion passed.

STAFF REPORT

March, 2023
1.  Condition of Sewer System During February Rains

The sewer system has been operating ok during the recent rainy weather.  Pond levels are being monitored.  They are at 20" of freeboard now and we will have to discharge if they reach 18".

3.  Rebuilding of Bulletin Board

Rebuilding the bulletin board has taken longer than expected due to the inclement weather. We have cemented in the posts and will finish the project soon.

4.  Tree Roots Blocking Drainage Ditch

The root ball from the tree that fell on Flood Control's property fell back into the drainage ditch when a contractor cut up the tree to remove it from the walking path on the levee.  Flood control was called to inform them of the blockage.  Today we called Leif of  Flood Control to inform him that the root ball was stopping the flow of rain water to the flood pumps.  He came out and cleared a channel and it is flowing well now.
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
